Monks in Space by David Jones, Toronto: Annick,
2008. ISBN: 9781554511501, $11.00

Bart is a teen-aged novice on board a spaceship-abbey,
working hard to learn the art of making wonderful pottery
that can be created only out in space. Once a year, the
pottery is sold to raise money for the monastery.

One day Bartés ship comes
and takes aboard the two injured crew. These two, a
man and a woman, turn out to be pirates, out to steal the
monasteryos
act and the two are put in
At this point, the plot takes a different direction. The
captain discovers that due to a mistake at the fuelling
station, the
shut down, the spaceship is caught in an orbit that takes

it dangerously close to the sun.

As the ship nears the sun, the temperature inside the
ship rises and the monks prepare to die. The Abbott
decides to send Bart and three others away in the res-
cued spaceship.
